Node 2.0 Flow Migration Information for Users

This document outlines the important information for key Exchange Network Partners.  If you are interested in the possible effects of the transition to Node 2.0 on you, please refer to a category below that best describes your use of the Exchange Network.

Flow Owner

· To ensure that all nodes will continue to be able to use your flow, an addendum to your flow FCD must be created detailing values for new Node 2.0 method parameters.

· No changes to the schema are necessary – Node 2.0 and 1.1 nodes can use the same schema.

· All major version upgrades of your flow must conform to the Node 2.0 specification and upgrading a flow to take advantage of the new features of Node 2.0 will require that all flow partners implement a Node 2.0 endpoint. 
· Flow owners should work with the relevant IPT to determine when it is appropriate to take advantage of the new features in Node 2.0 to ensure that all trading partners can continue to participate.
· Current version of the national system flows will be supported by both Node 2.0 and Node 1.1 interfaces at CDX.  If you are a national system flow owner, you will need to work with your IPT and CDX to develop a transition plan for your next major version upgrade.

· There are two paths under consideration for migrating the current national system flows:

· Transition Day approach (preferred):   CDX and the EN governance create a ‘broker’ application that sits in front of CDX that is able to route v1.1 and v2.0 flows appropriately.   On the day of deploying this application, all Exchange Network National System Flows are available on the Node 2.0 platform.  CDX is currently exploring the feasibility of this preferred approach.
· Phased approach:   Identifying an order and schedule for CDX readiness for v2.0 National System Flows and publishing this for the EN community.   

Data Publishing Node

· Node 2.0 and Node 1.1 nodes cannot communicate with each other.  If you upgrade your node to 2.0, you must either:

· Ensure that all Nodes who will request data from you are running Node 2.0, or

· Provide both Node 2.0 and Node 1.1 endpoints for your data publishing services. 

A user who submits only to CDX

· CDX will provide both a Node 2.0 and 1.1 endpoint for some predictable period of time.  You may use either version of the Node to submit data.   

A user who submits to CDX and another node

· CDX will provide both a Node 2.0 and 1.1 endpoint for some predicable period of time.  You may use either version of the Node to submit data.

· You will need to communicate with the administrator of the Node you would like to transmit data with to ensure that it is compatible with your implementation.  
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
