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The RCRA V4.0 package includes the schema files using an index file at the root directory, a completed Data Exchange Template, a schema conformance report, a flow configuration document, and a Data Submission Overview and Challenges document.  
Findings by Category

1. Schema Validation

· Schema validates easily by Altova XMLSPY.  
2. Compliance with Design Rules and Conventions 

· The schema uses construction, naming, and documentation techniques that comply with the EN DRC’s but the RCRA schema effort made no alignment with existing schema components or shareable schema components.   The statement is made that the schema was constructed to match the RCRAInfo database element naming convention.  This is understandable and accepted by the IPT so as noted it is acceptable here.  
3. Compliance with Namespace, File Naming and Component Versioning guidelines
· The schema is compliant with these guidelines.
4. Review of Data Exchange Template
· The DET is complete and very well done.  
5. Review of Flow Configuration Document
· The FCD is complete.  The Data Submission Overview and Challenges document also provides valuable information for flow implementers.  There is also a change file included with the schema components.  It would be valuable to identify how these differ or augment each other.
6. Review of other supporting materials
· The CME and Handler instance files are very helpful towards understanding the RCRA v40 schema.


7. Other observations
· Overall, this schema package is very well done. It is obvious the schema, DET, and FCD were RCRAInfo centric but this is supported by the IPT.
I recommend that the RCRA V4.0 package be made available to Network Partners for use on the Exchange Network.
